We’ll be applying this knowledge within our English lessons too, as we use the stimulus ‘Beowulf’ to write persuasive letters as Lord Hrothgar, and our own versions of the narrative.

Throughout the half-term, in PSHE, we’ll be exploring ‘Me and my relationships’ linking this closely with our Greenfields’ Learning project theme- Care.
